Scripture Reflection  

 

Being Successful 

 

We Christians tend to gloss over the most startling one-liners passed down to us from Jesus such as the one that 
closes todayõs Gospel: òNone of you can be my disciple if he does not renounce all his possessions.ó 

The statement shocks, and yet it reflects that basic human wisdom which tells us that òthe corruptible body burdens 
the soul and the earthen shelter weighs down the mind that has many concerns.ó 

The issue, then, is true freedom, the ability to follow Onesimus (Second Reading) out of slavery. The other issue 
involved here is true worship, the question of priority in our lives: who or what is more important. God or our 
possessions? 

Todayõs liturgy encourages us to put God first, to long for God òlike a deer that longs for running streams,ó and to 
recognize that òin every age, O Lord, you have been our refuge.ó 

It is not evil to want God to prosper the work of our hands. It is evil to make a god of creatures and to replace 
worship of the true God with worship of worldly possessions. 

It is not merely a matter of ôgiving from oneõs surplus,õ but of helping entire peoples, who are presently excluded or 
marginalized, to enter into the sphere of economic and human development. 

For this to happen, it is not enough to draw on the surplus goods which in fact our world abundantly produces; it 
requires above all a change of lifestyles, of models of production and consumption, and of the established structures 
of power which today govern societies 

 

There are some peopleñthe few who possess muchñwho do not really succeed in 
ôbeingõ because, through a reversal of the hierarchy of values, they are hindered by the 
cult of having. é 

The evil does not consist in ôhavingõ as such, but in possessing without regard for the 
quality and the ordered hierarchy of the goods one has. 

Quality and hierarchy arise from the subordination of goods and their availability to 
manõs ôbeingõ and his true vocation.

St. Peterõs house believed to have been found on shore of Sea of Galilee

A team of archaeologists uncovered evidence this month that 

may be the òsmoking gunó confirming the location of the 

house of St. Peter. 

The el Araj archaeological site located on the shores of 

the Sea of Galilee in Israel, believed to be ruins of a 

church built over the the home of Sts. Peter and Andrew

While excavating a fifth-sixth century Byzantine basilica at the 

el Araj archaeological site located on the shores of the Sea of 

Galilee in Israel, the team discovered a large Greek mosaic 

that seems to bolster the theory that the church was built over 

the home of Ss. Peter and Andrew. 

Steven Notley, who leads the dig at what is being called òThe 

Church of the Apostles,ó is a professor of the New Testament 

and Christian Origins at Nyack University. He told CNA in a 

phone interview that the basilicaõs mosaic is the òmost defini-

tive archaeological connection [we have] with [St.] Peter.ó  

The mosaic is inscribed with a petition that asks for the inter-

cession of St. Peter, who is referred to as òthe chief and com-

mander of the heavenly apostles.ó Byzantine Christian writers com-

monly referred to the Apostle Peter by this title. 

The inscription also mentions a donor named Constantine, òa 

servant of Christ,ó and is framed in a round medallion with 

two strands of black tesserae, or glass mosaic pieces, that are 

part of a larger mosaic on the floor of the basilicaõs sacristy.  

The mosaic is over 1,500 years old and according to Dr. Not-

ley, is compelling evidence that the el Araj site is the lost city 

of Bethsaida, what he calls òthe last lost city of the Gospels.ó  

òItõs what some people refer to as the ôsmoking gun,õó Notley 

said, pointing to the fact that the mosaic sits on top of archae-

ological remains from the Roman period as part of a church 

that is directly associated with the apostle.  

òThis strengthen[s] our argument that [it] should be consid-

ered the leading candidate for first century Bethsaida,ó Notley 

added.  

Notley explains that he believes the site has remained largely 

undetected due to flooding at the end of the Roman period in 

the third century.  

 

After òdigging through historyó and finding several remains 

from both the Crusader and Byzantine periods,  Notleyõs 

team encountered 15-20 inches of pure silt left over when the 

Jordan River flooded the region at the end of the third centu-

ry. òAnd then, suddenly, we hit the Roman level,ó Notley 

remembered, where the team found glass mosaic pieces gild-

ed in gold. Such ornate pieces would have only been present 

in a church.  

Notley cross-referenced the churchõs location with the ac-

count of an eight-century Bavarian bishop named Willibald. 

In 725, Willibald visited holy sites along the Sea of Galilee 

and described a basilica he stayed at overnight as being the 

house of St. Peter in Bethsaida, where the el-Araj site is now. 

The location also corresponds with Josephus Flaviusõ descrip-

tion of Bethsaida in 30.  

The dig is led by both Notley and archaeologist Mordechai 

Aviam of Kinneret College, who assemble a team of volun-

teers from around the world every season to work on the ex-

cavation. Volunteers include Christians, non-Christians, Jews, 

and Arabs.  

Notley told CNA that those interested in joining future exca-

vations should visit the digõs website. The next excavation will 

take place in October. The team will complete the cleaning of 

the church and hopes to uncover more inscriptions. 

Father Eamon Kelly, a priest who serves as vice director of 

the nearby Magdala retreat centre, is a close friend of Notley, 

who allows him to livestream daily devotionals at the 

site. Kelly told CNA in an email that ò[Notley] always invites 

me to speak with his students and pilgrimage groups at Mag-

dala, and it has truly been exciting to livestream my daily Sun-

rise Stroll and Chat at the el Araj dig now for a number of 

years and watch the wonderful progress of this archaeological 

dig.ó  

òDigging up the gospel stories and early Christianity/Jewish 

connections in Galilee these recent years at Magdala, and now 

in el Araj, enriches our knowledge and stimulates us on many 

levels,ó he added.
