It’s interesting how the GIRM states that eve-
ryone has a speaking role at Mass. Can I suggest that to foster greater devotion and
praise of God we all warm our voices up before coming to Mass! It sounds strange,

bumble bee, 1a la la la. I have others if you dare ask me.
